Her parents were members of the Munich Jewish 
community. Sanne describes her deportaƟon to Poland, her arrest on 
Kristallnacht, followed by incarceraƟon in Dachau concentraƟon camp. 
She escaped Nazi Germany and lived as a refugee in a number of 
countries. Sanne eventually seƩled in the US, had a career in Molecular 
biology and raised a family in Berkeley, together with her physicist 
husband, Dr. Hugh DeWiƩ.
